Coping with COVID19

Excess deaths:  Official guidance on changes to death certification and notification
The awaited official guidance for the NHSE on the changes which have been enacted to the notification of death procedures to deal with administration of deaths has been published 31st March 2020.

Coronavirus Act 2020 recompense for exceptional costs incurred by Practices in dealing with the exigencies COVID-19
The LMC will be discussing the range and level of reimbursable costs and expenses with the CCGs tomorrow. An  agreement at national level between the GPC and NHSE on the schedule of additional costs and maximum reimbursement levels  is still awaited,  As noted in an earlier bulletin we are aware that CCG are expected by the NHSE to make the reimbursement to practices for PPE and the costs of requiring staff to work the Easter Bank Holidays . The range of possible extra expenditures is wider than this. 
 A colleague has specifically raised this with us the costs of having to temporarily reside in alternative accommodation. It is our understanding that advice has already been issued to CCG finance directors  on   levels of reimbursement for, inter alia,  alternative living accommodation when needed to enable  GPs and practice staff to isolate themselves from family members in order to enable them to shield from infection,  we hope to be able to provide  details shortly.

Child Health Information System Cheshire and Merseyside – Change of provider 1 April 2020
A change of CHIS provider has been announced and accompanying this a change to the present system of inviting Children to allocated  slots. Henceforth, practices will be free to arrange for childhood immunisations at a time suitable to the. Parents will be instructed to contact the Practice to arrange a time and a date. . See here



PPE- BMA request for evidence of deficiencies
In order to inform its representation to the NHSE and national politicians the BMA has asked if we could enquire of Colleagues on the ground the nature of the deficiencies and where present adequacies in supply of and quality of PPE being made available to them.
The LMC would be grateful if you could take a minute to provide the situation you face so that we can feed back on these issues.
If you could copy the below into a return email with comments below each of the particulars it would help-
· What PPE equipment have you been told to use? 
· Have you been provided with adequate supplies of the specified PPE?
·  Are you experiencing shortages of PPE and if so what percentage of practices are experiencing shortages?
· If yes, what are you experiencing shortages of?
· Has your practice received an initial delivery of PPE equipment?
· Has your practice received a second delivery of PPE equipment?
· Are you expecting a delivery of PPE?
· Are there any difficulties in accessing PPE suitable for staff with different protected characteristics (e.g. Sikh doctors, disabled doctors)?
For those Practice purchasing PPE equipment a neighbouring LMC has advised that supplies are available from the supplier here –


This is not a Sefton LMC endorsement- of this supplier. remember to keep all invoices and receipts from purchases so that these can be reimbursed.
The guidance from PHE on PPE specification to be used in General Practice which was expected to be released today has not yet appeared.

Variation to staff contracts and terms and condition to cater for variation in normal working days and places of work to meet changing NHS regulation and operating procedure
Colleagues have requested LMC guidance on a standard format of  variation to staff  contracts of employment to accommodate the emergency variation to regulations and procedures which are being introduced by the NHS. A suggested notice of variation is set out below which can be implemented as a supplementary to the extant contractual documentation.
“In order that the Practice is able to comply with  emergency changes  to NHS Regulations and Standard Operating Procedures which are being introduced to deal with the COVID-19 pandemic, the practice may require you to accept reasonable temporary variations  to the following terms of your  contract-
The working days which are defined as;’ normal’ ‘working days 
The locations from which you may work so that the practice can continue to provide medical care to its patients.

This practices recognises and values the commitment and cooperation of its staff at this extraordinary time of challenge for the NHS, and you can expect there to be only reasonable variations to be required  taking account of your circumstances. .
Please signify your acceptance of this temporary variation to your terms and conditions “

Invite Process:

NHS Cheshire & Merseyside CHIS are committed to supporting you at this very challenging and
unsettling time with the continuing delivery of the NHS routine immunisation programme for
children registered at your Practice.

CHIS will continue to invite children as they become due as per national guidance and will monitor
the uptake by Practice to feedback to NHSE. Allotted time slots will no longer be offered in order
that the Practice has the freedom to arrange for childhood immunisations at the time most suitable
to them. Parents/carers and guardians will be invited to contact the surgery to make the
appointment.

Return of data:

Please help us to help you in maintaining this vital service by returning your immunisation data to us
as promptly as you can. CHIS needs to be informed weekly of all childhood immunisations given to
the children registered at your Practice.

This can be done by:

1. If you are already running a weekly system search, which is ether emailed or shared via a file
share, please continue to do that.

2. Completing the child health scheduling lists you receive, scanning them and sending them to
us by email rather than by post if at all possible.

3. Ifyouare able to run a system search direct from your system which details the
immunisations given in the preceding week you can send those to the appropriate team by
email — details below. If you would like some support with how to run these system
searches please also contact your CHIS team and we will send you detailed instructions on
how to do this.
